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Dear Friends, 
 
We recently hosted four families through the Interfaith Hospitality Network. We provided  spacious rooms to 
sleep in, a playground where their children could play, a comfortable, warm setting in the fellowship hall where 
they could enjoy good Westminster cooking, wash their clothes, take showers and make a decent home for 
themselves for the week.  Last week we hosted a large reception in the fellowship hall for the family and friends 
of Westminster member, Dr. Don Pohl following his  memorial service.  Margie and the family expressed great 
appreciation for the hospitality they received.  The following day in that same space we provided dinner and 
breakfast for the forty-eight member Doane College choir. After choir members enjoyed their supper that 
evening, one hundred parents met in the fellowship hall for the Westminster Day School’s kindergarten forum 
workshop.   
 
The members of the Delta Kappa Gamma  honorary educator sorority met in the fellowship hall earlier this 
week.  This Friday the Day School will hold their annual fund raising dinner and auction in fellowship hall.  
Thanks to the reduced overhead costs to produce this event, a record 180 parents, teachers,  and friends of the 
Day School are planning to attend. 
 
Beginning next Friday volunteer tax consultants with the AARP will be available in the fellowship hall to 
provide free weekly assistance for anybody to prepare their income tax.  In coming weeks the fellowship hall 
will provide space for an area Girl Scout Thinking Day Event, a day when area troops (150 girls and leaders) 
gather to participate in activities to honor their sister Girl Scouts in other countries, our own Westminster chili 
cook-off event, Wednesday evening Lenten soup suppers,  and an Austin-wide Presbyterian youth gathering. 
Along with these many activities, the fellowship hall houses Sunday morning adult education classes, monthly 
session, diaconate, and Adventures meetings,  youth fellowship gatherings, weekly choir rehearsals, and after 
worship fellowship time.    
 
I rattle off this long activity list to make a point:  we are putting our new and beautiful facility to good use.  It 
has become an integral part  of our ministry at Westminster--a way that we can provide gracious hospitality, 
opportunities for spiritual growth, assistance to those in need, and fellowship for God’s people.   
 
Thanks to the generous 24% increase in giving we have seen in the 2010 Connecting to God, One Another, and 
to the World stewardship campaign, we will be able to roll the building payment into this year’s budget and 
continue to grow in ministry and mission.  The session plans to adopt that budget at a special called meeting 
next week and will present that budget to the congregation later in the month.   
 
As we move into this year, we can be grateful for the generosity of our members, opportunities for expanded 
ministry and mission at Westminster, and, once again, the bounty of God’s grace!

Need Some Help With Your Income Tax Return? 
Friday, February 15, 2010 from 10:00 am - 2:00 pm will see the opening of 2009 US income tax return 
preparation activity in WPC's Fellowship Hall.  Volunteer tax return certified preparers will be working under the 
AARP's Tax Counseling for the Elderly program.  There are no income or age restrictions and no costs. 
The general public is to be served, not just WPC members.  
 
The only limits are that returns must not be "Out Of Scope", meaning that some complicated cases cannot be 
treated, such as detailed Schedule E's involving rents or Schedule F's relating to farm income.  Returns will 
be prepared and e-filed each Friday, same time, until the end of the tax season, April 15th. 
 
Persons wishing to be served should bring all documents for income and deductions, adjustments and credits, 
Social Security cards for themselves and dependents, their 2008 tax returns if possible, and good reading 
material in case they have to wait. Clients will be asked to sign in and wait their turn in order. Upon sign-in, a 
greeter will consult with each client to assure that that particular case is "In Scope" and can be handled under 
the TCE program.

Haiti Relief Donations Qualify for Immediate Tax Relief 
If you have given to relief for Haiti, including donations to the Presbyterian Disaster Assistance directly, or 
through Westminster, that donation may be deductible on your 2009 income tax return.  Taxpayers who 
itemize deductions on their 2009 return qualify for this special tax relief provision, enacted January 22. Only 
cash contributions made to these charities after January 11, 2010, and before March 1, 2010, are eligible. This 
includes contributions made by text message, check, credit card or debit card. The new law only applies to 
cash (as opposed to property) contributions. The contributions must be made specifically for the relief of 
victims in areas affected by the January 12 earthquake in Haiti. Taxpayers have the option of deducting these 
contributions on either their 2009 or 2010 returns, but not both.
